Electric ignition do notyren
futuristic engine technologies, exotic new aircraft
designs, drilling in Alaska, or stability in the dile-
East. Also, electronic ignitions are available fioost
popular engines and it is not unrealistic to exped

improvements in the range of 1-1.5 gallons per hour

Moreover, electronic ignitions can be installedain
single afternoon and will pay for itself in a rélaly
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short time when you start saving 10% in fuel burn.
The three models include P, Continental 0-200, and
114 series. All electronic ignitions share one
fundamental challenge of which is how to prevent th
loss of electrical power in flight. E-Mag addresses
this issue with a self-powered model called their P
Model. The P Model draws power from the aircraft
buss, but is backed up by a built-in three phase
brushless alternator. You do not need batteries or
keeping a magneto for back-up because a pilot can
run dual electronic ignitions with this model. lby
would like to learn more about the other models) yo
can go to the websitevww.emagair.com It was a
very informative presentation and this company will
be at Oshkosh if anyone wants to visit their booth.
