 Chapter 34 Purpose 

In the year 2000 Chapter 34 initiated a change in 
tax exempt status from 501(c)(7) Recreational to 
501(c)(3) Educational. The purpose was to permit 
donors to give large donations to the Chapter 34 and 
be accepted by the IRS as a donation. Also it makes 
the Chapter eligible for government grants. 
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Chapter members approved the change in the 
Articles of Incorporation on February 8, 2000. 
Secretary of State of The State of Texas approved the 
changes July 6, 2000. These emphasize education and 
are in effect today.  
Article Three now reads: 
"The purposes for which the Corporation is 
organized are: 
a. To promote and encourage education and safety 
in operation of general aviation aircraft. 
b. To promote and encourage positive public 
awareness of all aspects of general aviation. 
c. To operate as a local chapter of the 
Experimental Aircraft Association.  
d. Form together a group of people with a 
Experimental Aircraft Association common 
interest in experimental, antique and general 
aviation aircraft and to exchange ideas relating to 
flying and aircraft and all things necessary and 
incident thereto. 

Chapter 34 received approval of 501(c)(3) status 
on June 7, 2002. (EAA Chapter 34 is a Texas 
Corporation and the legal name is "Experimental 
Aircraft Association, Chapter Thirty-Four, Inc.") 

 
EAA Chapter 34 Meeting 
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 EAA Chapter 34 meeting was held in 

room 100 in Nedderman Hall on the campus of UTA. 
The meeting began promptly at 7:30 P.M. Our former 
President Tom Hamblet discussed the B-17 Tour at 
Arlington Municipal Airport. John Taylor, our 
president stated that our Thanksgiving celebration is 
going to be held at a restaurant at Grand Prairie 
Municipal Airport. The chapter will furnish both a 
turkey and a ham but the members are to bring 
deserts and vegetable dishes. Members whose last 
name begins A thru P will bring deserts and those 
members whose last name begins with P-Z will bring 
vegetables to the dinner. Joachim, our membership 
coordinator states that we currently have 71 members 
in our club. Jonathan Davis our treasurer reveals that 
we have a current balance of $5,109.89 in our 
checking account. Our speaker was Phil Davis from 
Sport Cruiser. Phil Davis is a representative of Sport 
Aviation Works in Florida. The Sport Pilot industry 
or Sport Pilot movement is targeted mainly toward 
the 65 year old and plus general aviation pilots. Mr. 
Davis stated that he bought his Sport Cruiser in April 
2006 and took delivery in April 2007 at Sun N Fun at 

Lakeland, Florida. Phil explained that Light Sport 
allows pilots to fly without a medical certificate. 
There are limitations on what and where a pilot can 
fly. Light Sport allows reduced requirements for 
entry and certification. The aircraft parameters 
include a max gross weight of 1,320 pounds; a 
maximum altitude allowed is 10,000 MSL and 
maximum stall speeds of 45 knots. The Sport Cruiser 
has a fixed propeller; ground adjustable only fixed 
landing gear with a single engine. The pilot’s 
requirements to fly the Sport Cruiser include a valid 
drivers license, 20 hours of flight time, 5 hours dual 
instruction, one cross country flight with two stops at 
twenty five miles for one leg, a written test, and a 
two-three hour flight review. The Light Sport 
Specific Aircraft is manufactured in the Czech 
Republic. It is a metal aircraft made with US 
materials and hardware to facilitate domestic service 
and repair. This aircraft perfectly fits the envelope 
created by the Light Sport Aviation rules. The Sport 
Cruiser was specifically designed to meet Light Sport 
Aviation standards .The Sport Cruiser is made in a 
real airplane factory and housed at the former LET 
factory and is built by employees with a strong 
tradition of aircraft assembly. The Sport Cruiser is 
then shipped to Sport Aviation Works in Florida 
where it is issued a US airworthiness certificate. Mr. 
Davis reveals that the Sport Cruiser burns 4.5 gallons 
per hour at 5,000 rpm and has a five-hour range with 
a 30-minute reserve. Also, the aircraft cruises at 120 
miles per hour at 5,000 rpm. Phil Davis stated that it 
took 19 gallons of gas for him to fly from McKinney, 
Texas to Oshkosh, Wisconsin. Davis says that he 
prefers MOGAS available at selected airports.  
The base price for the Sport Cruiser is 95,500.00 and 
when typically equipped the cruiser sells for between 
$115,000-$128,500.Delivery time is six to nine 
months. The Sport Cruiser is starting to appear on the 
used market. The airplanes are sold in European 
countries, Portugal, United Kingdom, and Australia, 
The aircraft flies like an RV8, has a Rotax engine and 
is the smoothest aircraft that you will ever fly 
according to Phil Davis. Phil Davis ended the 
meeting telling the members about the Cold-War 
Museum located at Lancaster Airport. The museum is 
open to the public from 9 A.M.-4P.M. every 
Saturday������������
